AN OVERVIEW

., 1990 proved to be a challenging year for - the  Institute.
Confronted by mounting economic difficulties and the resort to
‘external borrowing the range of policy options available to
government grew narrower. In this context the Institute was
drawn more positively into the process of policy discusgions

“which its statutory mandate regquired it to engage in. - )

" Agricultural Programme Loan

The process began in late December 1989 with a major workshop at

which the policy matrix prescribed for the Agricultural Programme

Loan was brought under discussion before -the Minister and the key

.officials in the agricuitural sector. The officials ~ 'who

participated in that workshop included, besides those of the

Ministry of Agrxculture and the ARTI, the senior officials of the

Departments of , Agr1culLure and Export Agriculture, the

~Agricultursl Development Authority, the Ministry of Plantation

-Industries, the Tea Research Institute, the Rubber Research

Iinstitute, the Coconut Research Institute, the Tea small Holdings -
Development Authority, the Ministry of Policy Planning, the

Mlnlstry of Finance, the Central Bank, the Bank of Ceylon and the

People's Bank. . The key issues addxessed at that workshop related

to the thhdrawal of the fertilizer subsidy and its impact on
production, and agrlﬂultural credit including 1nterest rates.

Thls discussion continued through the earlier part of 1880 - at
everal meetings chaired by the Minister. - . '

Non~-Governmental Orggnisations {NGO)

The next major initiative taken by the Institute was to “hest a
workshop in .February 1990 on "Approaches to Development: the NGO
Experience in Sri Lanka". This was undertaken in response to a
perception of the likelihood of non-governmental or voluntary
organisations being harnessed more actively in rural development
activities. . :

One outcome of this workshop was a request from the major NGOs to
the Institute to provide research support for their programmes.
The Institute agreed to do so after assessing their requirements
through an evaluatlon of representative sample of their on-going

Another major area in which the Institute played an active role

- was in the policy discussions pertaining to the establishment of

farmer organisations and ‘irrigation management.




With respect to farmer organisations, the institute was entrusted
with the preparation of the training component for orientating
"trainers - at divisional level. These trainers are expected to
provide Grame Niladharis with the requisite skills for
stimulating the establishment of farmer organizations. - The
Institute also organized a major training workshop with
representatives of 16 differcnt types of farmers organisations in

August.. 1990, This residential workshop included fruitful
discuesions between the Cabinet Minister and the Project Minister
and the representatives of ‘the farmer organisations. The

consensus was that while it was in their interests’ to organize
themselves for collective action in obtaining their ‘agricultural
inputs. and U+ improve their bargaining power in the market,
farmer organisations should be established voluntarily in
response to specific needs rather than -through a mandatory
requirement in law. ' . ‘

The Institute's.participation at seminars and workshops crganized
"by Irrigation Management Policy Support Activity (IMPSA) funded
by .USAID facilitated a closer analysis of the likely impacts on
domestic agriculture amnd food security of the policy packages
recomnmended by IMPSA> These discussions helped to bring the.
‘Ministry of Agriculture and the agencies under it into closer
collaborative work in this area.

At the meeting held in October the RTC
agreed that since the reports awaiting review by the RTC had been
completed over a year ago, their publication should not be
delayed further but would be discussed at Study Circle Seminars
and thereafter published with whatever amendments were considered

Agro~climatic Assessment Bulletin for Sri Lanka
The objective of the bulletin is to provide timely and

reliable early warning information on climatic impact
on agriculture including potential food shortages

caused by unfavourable weather. This bulletin gives an.
analysis of crop conditions in relation to climatic

variations. Crop conditions are snalysed using agro-
climatic crop indices developed by the National Oceanic
and Atmospheric Administration (NOAA). At present this
bulletin covers only paddy, but it is -expected that
other food crops too would be covered in future. Two
issues, one for 1989/1990 Maha, and the nther for 1990
Yala were released.

Cost of Living Committee

The Head, MFPD attended this weekly meeting and
explanined the behaviour of the prices of major food
commodities. On special request reports were submitted
on two issues i.e. Impact of imported Rice on the
