STUDIES COMPLETED

1. Agricultural Credit in Promoting Agricultural Development in the
Kirindi Oya Irrigation and Settlement Project (KOISP).
Researcher : Mr. L.D.I. Wijetunga.

Policy makers and programme designers in Sri Lanka have viewed credit
as an input to a model in which jobs and income are the expected
outputs. This misconception is the main reason for pushing credit as a
leading element in job creation strategies. Such thinking ignores the
fact that markets, prices, technology, risk-taking and productivity are
the pre-conditions for loan giving and loan taking, not the result of

loan giving.
The objective of the Study:-

i, To identify various types of credit‘requirements of the

farmers in different periods within a qultivation year.

ii. To assess the extent to which the credit requirement of
the farmers have been fulfilled by the ingtitutional

sources and the factors affecting their performancé.

iii. To identify the informal credit systems and assess the
extent to which they fulfil the farmers', credit
requirements, study how they work, and assess. their

social cost and benefits.

iv. To develcp guidelines from informal credit systems for

the purpose of recommending a better credit strategy for
the area.
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‘In this study, an attempt was made to answer certéin‘questions
raised in the recent past in connection with the formal lending

sector. A new model was suggested which would combine the
positive features of three institutional set: ups, namely,

formal, semi-formal and informal, into an approach to serve

small farmers, small enterprises and the settlers in the project

area.

2. Socio-economic Aspects of Palmyrah

income of. most . of those,who.are ihvolved~in it,.part time and
seasbnally. A greater'in?olVement of Wwomen in the indﬁstry was
observed. Palmyfah activities are ‘associated pafticularly with

Muslim and generally with the Tamil culture. Thus this industry

is.. better established .in the Hastern - Province - where | the

1

representation of --these- groups are nigh. In -other districts
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such as Puttalam, the availability of other resources and various
avenues of income have discouraged the use of palmyrah as an 1mportant
resource base for economic act1v1ty. Poorly developed market channels,

backward attitudes of the people and insufficient infrastructural
facilities and extens1on were 1dent1f1ed as some of the constralnts

that 1ndustry faces. Proper solutions for these problems will provide
the oppbrtunity_'to exploit the full potential of ‘the palmyrah sub-

sector to increase employment and incomes.
3. Census of Palmyrah

The major obJective of this census was to collect detailed information
on the palmyrah palm, Accordlngly 1nformat10n such as the geographical
spread and the density of the palmyrah palm in the respective locations
and the ownership pattern and size, classA and distribution of lsnd

where'palmyrah,is available etc. were collected and ‘collated.

Study was ‘carried out in six districts, Puttalam, Anuradhapura,
Hambantota, Ampara, Batticaloa and .Trincomalee. The census revealed
that there were over five hundred thousand palmyrah trees in the six
districts, studied with. the majority being in the Eastern Province.
There is a sizeable palmyrah population under 7. feet in height (53
percent). This indicates that there is a high potential for future

utilization.
4, Financial Profile for Palmyrah based Agro-industrial Projects

The major aim of this study was to identify the financial requirements
for commencing various projects based on palmyrah resources. In
addition, it examined the feasibility of each project, both in terms of

It was revealed that most- of the palmyrah based projects which “¢an
start as individual activities are more feasible than the grodﬁ ﬁésed
ones or the projects commenced as'commercialfVenturesw Even under the
individual based prcjects fhose involved will not be able to earn more
than what they need for their-subsistenceArequireménts. The'investiga-
tors revealed that the Regional Rural Development Banks are capable of

providing loans for the envisaged projects.

The main objectives of the study are:-
a). To' éxamine resource use characteristics, profitability and

efficiency of crop production in mejor irrigated:settlement schemes

- in Sri Lanka.
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b). To determine whether farm size is a significant factor influencing

productivity and,

¢). To determine whether there is a land size or a range of sizes
within which a farm is economically efficient.

In relation to these objectives the following hypothesis have been

tested:

a). Existing pattern of resource use by farmers in settlement schemes

is inefficient.

b). Farm size is a significant factor influencing resource use patterns

"and productivity and,

¢). A readjustment in farm size would enable optimum utilization of

available resources.

From the theoretical perspective, the study is expected to contribute
to the debate on farm size and resource use efficiencies in small
holder agriéulture. This is an issue which has generated a large
volume of literature. However, the bulk of the literature relates to
empirical evidence from other countries in the region, notably India.
In Sri Lanka there is hardly any research which is specifically
focussed on this issue. Therefore, the present study will~enhancé the
debate by adding thé empirical evidence from Sri Lanka to the volume of

data on the subject.

This study funded by the Asian Development Bahk (ADB) was one of a
series carried out by the ARTi for the Development of Irrigetion. In
the KOISP cattle and buffalo husbandry was not feken into coneideration
sufficiently in the development §rocess of the Phase I of the project.-
The mass reductlon of gra21ng lands and increased crop damage caused- by
roamlng cattle and buffalo, were the visual negatlve impact of the
project on 11vestock productlon systems It is therefore worthwhile to

examine these problems and develop the cattle and buffalo husbandry



. system and'thereby'increase income sources of settlers in the project

area.

The objective of the study were to examine.the existing situation and
problems relating to cattle and ouffalo husbandry and to suggest some
remedial measures to overcome the problems for maintaining a sustaina-
ble cattle and buffalo husbandry system in the KOISP ‘-The"major _

findings of this study are as follows:-

The herdsmen in the'old.area of the project.were confronted with
two major problems as.a result of the prqject (1) They used to
:graze their animals in the jungles located in the new area of the
project which were subsequently cleared. Therefore, with the
implementation of the project, they lost their traditional grazing
land. (2) The project facilitated double-cropping in the old area
“of- thé”project' ‘Consequently, the fallow period during whibh the
“-herdsmen could keep:their ‘animals on paddy fleldu, was drastically

~

" reduced.

In order to copé with this situation createdlby-the preject, the
"herdsmen~adopted several strategies'to solve the 'feed réquirements
of their cattle. The study identified ‘at léeast three different
husbandry patterns practiced by the farmers, viz; (1) jungle based
system, (2) migrating system and (3) village' based - system.
However, the traditional system 1is yet operational with slight
‘modifications in .some i locations: where junéles-are'still available
in close proXimity to the settlement areas;
The study recommends that a long term plan is drawn up, to aVOld
conflicts and to promote a more 1ntens1ve,’ commercialized and’
susfainable system of cattlt and buffalo husbandry in the KO1SP.

2. JTF/ARTI Community Livestock Care and Production Programme

The original draft proposal of this action research project was amended -
as requested by the Janasaviya Trust Fund (JTF) and re-submitted in .
June '92 with a revised budget. Under this project, a Baseline sqrvey
was carried out in the Hanguranketha area and Walapane AGA divisions to
gather information regarding the pre-project situation of the benefi-

'ciaries selected by the JTF.

The significant findings of this survey are: serious landlessness and
small size of holdings (ranged from 0.26 to 0.57 acres). The size of
the farming family ranged between 4.8 to 5.1 members per household;
dairy production is the major source of their income. The livestock

numbers are at an average of 1.2 head of cattle per househeld. - The



husbandry'system practiced shows that 95% of the farmers practice night

sheltering and tethered grazing of animals. The cost of the concen-

trate ration per milking cow ranged from Rs:iS/— to Rs:20/- per day.
‘The average milk production'per day was 6.1 liters. The present level
of household milk consumption ranged.from t to 1 liter. The present
level of 1livestock feeding falls short of the actual requlrements of

the dairy anlmals by 35-40 percent.

. The majority (95%) of. farmers mentioned that<‘training needs were
required on dairy4catt1e'broduction. The demand for goat and poultry
production appear to be less. Thls requires an exten31ve effort to
educate farmers at the1r door steps, establish proper llnkages to

markets and popularize small-scale livestock eroduction.__Credit seems

to be a serious problem.- However, 55% of farmers who are already

involved in livestock production have some access to credit facilities.

The favourable climatic r‘ondltlons, the low dlseases prevalence,.. act1ve
m11k market and access1b111ty to veterlnary services . are .positive
factors for the success, of this programme.- ‘

The field level and residential training for beneficiaries on livestock
. production -and extension will commeﬁce in ‘January _'93 : Regular

training will contlnue every month for 12 months w1th a mid-term and
final evaluatlon.

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inadequacy of water, inability to reserve grazing lands for animals,

The overall objéctive of the study 'is to examine the exiéting-system of
production and marketing of. OFCs in the project area. in order to
identify the problems and constraints hindering the development of OFC
production. ' |

Chillies, B' onions, red onions, ground nut, green gram and cow pea were
major crops grown during the 1992 Yala season. The chillie crop was
prominant among them. The study found that farmers preferred to
cultivate high crops such as chillies and onioﬂs. Farmers were not
satisfied with the production they obtained. The principle reason for
low ppoduction was crop damage caused by animals, specially cattle. The
cattle problem is the major bottleneck in developing OFCs in the project
area. Marketing could become a critical problem once produc;ion takes
place in larger scale because the marketing system is not properly
organized. Several malpractices have been occurred at the rural fair in

Pannigamuwa which is a major marketing outlet in the project area.
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The study suggested an action rescarch programme on QEC_production and -

marketing in order to demonstrate to the farmers successful production.
This is essentlal because OFC ‘cultivation has not “been successful 80 °

far.

"This
was due . to the lack of storage faciiities. It, ‘was also found that
traders were reluctant to purchase perlshable 1tems 11ke vegetables.

Interviews held with the producers indicated that this programme helps
them to’a certain extent in selling their products.

This programme could be considered as.a marketing'loan given to .the
small scale and med1um scale agrlcultural traders who are lacking
working capital. In thls sense, this programme is productive because:

1:2 Scope of Audit-.

Audit opinion, comments and findings in this report are based on a
review of the financial statements presented to audit and substantive
tests of samples of transactions. The scope and extent of such review
and tests were such as to enable us wide and audit coverage as possible
within the limitations of staff, other resources and time available to
me. Sub-sections (3) and (4) of Section 13 of the Finance Act give
discretionary powers to the Auditor_General to determine the scbpe and

extent of the audit.
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2. Accounts

2:1 Opinion

Subject to my comments appearing in this report, I am of opinion that
the accounts presented have been satisfactorily prepared on the basis of,
generally accepted accounting principles applied on a basis consistent

with that adopted in the preceding year.

2:2 Financial Results

According to the accounts presented, the deficit for the year under

review, before the contfibutign received from the Government for

‘recurrent expenditure, amounted to Rs:14,798,739 as compared with a

corresponding deficit of Rs:11,568,941 for the preceding year. The
above deficit was reduced to Rs:798,739wafter taking into account the
contribution of Rs:14,000,000 received from the Govefnment for thevyéar
under review whilst there was a surplus of Rs:431,059 for the preceding
year after taking into account the Government contribution of
Rs:12,000,000 received for that year.
