ANNUAL REPORT - 1973 

INTRODUCTION 
As the Institute completes its second year of operation we can look with satisfaction on 

the work so far accomplished. In spite of the numerous managerial, administrative and 
establishment problems involved in building an organisation of this nature the Institute was 
able to proceed with its primary mandate of research and training activity. This was possible 
only because of the generous support the Institute had from the Ministry of Agriculture & 
Lands, F A O Advisors and the staff of the Institute at all levels. 

Since the inauguration of the Institute, we have seen the passage of some of the most 
far reaching pieces of legislation in the agrarian history of this country. The Land Reform 
Law, the Agricultural Productivity Law and the Agricultural Lands Law spell out new concepts 
and have brought into being new institutions with wider responsibilities. Concerned as we 
are with the situations that flow from the policies and ongoing programmes of Government, 
this Institute selected as subjects of its research, the problems of the average farmer in Sri 
Lanka, while its training programmes focussed on the rational use of land as well as the 
workings of the new rural institutions. 

BOARD O F GOVERNORS 

In the period under review, the Board of Governors held 5 special meetings to formulate 
policy and to list priorities in regard to research and training programmes. Administrative 
and other matters of a general nature were dealt with separately by the Board at further 
5 meetings. 

There were some changes in the Board of Governors due to the retirement or transfer of 
some of its members. 

Mr. R. B. Rajaguru, succeeded Mr. R. G. G. O. Gunasekera, Commissioner of 
Co-operative Development on the latter's retirement from the Public Service. 

Dr. A. P. A. Fernando was appointed to represent the Ministry of Planning & Employ­
ment in succession to Dr. Gamini Gunasekera. 

Mr. I. K. Weerawardena succeeded Mr. M. W. S. Gunaratne on the latter's transfer 
from the post of Commissioner of Agrarian Services. 

Mr. W. Gunasekera was appointed to represent the Ministry of Plantation Industry in 
succession to Mr. D . G. P. Seneviratne. 

Mr. R. Paskaralingam was appointed to represent the Ministry of Education in 
succession to Mr. S. H. D. Sumanasekera. 

Dr. E. Abeyratne succeeded Mr. P. T. Jinendradasa on his retirement from the post 
of Director of Agriculture. 

Mr. K. N . Weerakkody was appointed to the office of Vice Chairman of the Board of 
Governors. 



RESEARCH 

A study on the Cost of Production of Paddy, Yala 1972 and two case studies 
'Thannimurripu Paripalana Sabai' and 'Small Holdings of the Coconut Triangle' were 
completed during this .period. In addition to the research studies' begun in the previous 
year and which were still in progress, several new projects were undertaken in the current 
year. A brief description of these studies is given in the paragraphs that follow. 

Cost of Production Studies 

There is a dearth of data on the cost of production of most of the food crops cultivated 
by the peasant sector. A lack of such data was not seriously felt as cultivation of most crops 
in the peasant sector was primarily for subsistence. Restrictions placed on imports have 
helped to activate the peasants to increase the output of many of the traditional food crops, 
both by adopting more intensive cultivation practices as well as by extending the area under 
food crops. Consequently, the task of agricultural extension workers in advising farmers has 
become more difficult in the absence of basic and detailed data of production costs and returns. 

Costs of major inputs used in the production of crops viz. labour, draught power, 
fertilizer and agro-chemicals etc., have risen sharply within the last few years. In an effort 
to match the rising cost of inputs, the Government has revised the guaranteed price of paddy 
twice during the year 1973. In the case of other subsidiary food crops such as chillies, 
onions, pulses etc., price controls have been removed in order to provide attractive prices to 
growers. Thus, while the cost of inputs have risen on the one hand, prices realised by 
growers on the other have also shown a sharp increase over, the last few years. In this situation 
it becomes useful to maintain a continuing surveillance of the changes in the cost structure as 
well as the p a t t e n r o f resources used. As a preliminary step to collecting the required 
economic data, the Production Economics Unit in association with-the Extension Division 
of the Department of Agriculture initiated a number of studies on the cost of production of 
some of the important food crops mentioned in the Five Year Plan. These studies seek to 
obtain information on economic variables such as labour and draught power usage, material 
inputs and yield variations under the different production patterns in the majoragro-climatic 
regions. 

A farm record book prepared by the Production Economics Unit was used by 
Agricultural Instructors for recording the required information: A series of training classes 
was conducted on farm record-keeping, primarily for the benefit of Agricultural Instructors 
who were called upon to handle a programme of this nature for the first time. During the 
cultiyation season, the Research Officers from the Production Economics Unit visited the 
study areas regularly and held discussions with the extension staff as well as with the farmers 
who. participated in the study and necessary guidance was given. 

(A) Cost of Production of Paddy 

The objectives of the study were: 

1. t o ascertain the amount of labour, animal/tractor power and material inputs used 
in paddy production; 

2. to ascertain the cost of production per acre as well as per bushel of paddy in 
selected districts located in different agro-climatic zones; 



3. to ascertain the distribution of labour, operationwise, in paddy production in order 
explore the possibilities of more intensive'utilisation of family labour; 

4. to ascertain the variations in production costs according to tenancy conditions in 
the districts selected for the study; and 

5. to provide training and experience to extension officers in farm record keeping 
work and to supply them with basic input and output data that would be useful 
to them in farm planning. 

Yala 1972: Production records were maintained in respect of 85 farmers in the districts of 
Hambantota, Polonnaruwa, Kurunegala, Kandy and Colombo. 

The cost data were collected on the following aspects: 
i. patterns of labour use, including hired, exchange and family labour; 

ii. draught power use viz. buffaloes and^rac tors ; 
iii. inputs: seed material, fertilizer, agro-chemicals etc; and 
iv. land rent. 

The .work-was published in July 1973 and released as Study No . 1 in the Research Study 
Series of the Institute. In spite of its limitations due to the small size and non-random 
nature of the sample the study fulfilled a longfelt need for authentic data on the cost of 
production of paddy. 

As was done in Yala 1972, the collection of cost data on paddy production was carried 
out in the same districts during 1972/73 Maha season as well. 114 farmers participated in 
this programme. The draft report was being prepared at the end of 1973. 

(B) Production of Other Crops in Paddy Fields 
The peasant sector in Sri Lanka is still dominated by subsistence farming with paddy 

production in asweddumized lands as the main economic activity, the success of which depends 
largely on stable water conditions. However, even in irrigated areas where the water supply 
is limited as often happens during Yala in the dry zone districts, farmers are not able to 
realise adequate returns from paddy. High income and labour intensive field crops such as 
chillies, green gram, ground nut, onions etc., could be profitably grown particularly in the 
areas where rice yields are marginal in Yala season due to a scarcity of water supplies. 
The Department of Agriculture in association with the Land Commissioner's Department 
has initiated pilot projects in Settlement Schemes like Elahera to introduce other field crops 
in paddy fields in the Yala season. However, the economics of cultivating these field crops 
on a systematic basis on asweddumized lands alongside paddy has not been evaluated and 
the lack of such information has been a serious setback to farm planning. 

The main objectives of this series of studies are : 

1. to collect basic input-output data on the growing of alternative field crops where 
rice yields are marginal during Yala owing to a scarcity of irrigation water; 

2. to evaluate the relative profitability of a range of field crops such as chillies, green 
gram, ground nut and onions as against paddy in special project areas where irrigation 
water is insufficient for paddy production during the Yala season; 



3. to provide extension staff with the necessary data for the preparation of farm plans 
and budgets in Colonisation Schemes where crop diversification programmes are 
to be intensified; and 

4. to provide extension officers in special project areas a training in farm record 
keeping work. 

/. Yala 1972: As a preliminary step to collecting relevant data, a case study was done of ,45 
farmers cultivating crops like chillies, green gram, ground nut and onions in paddy fields in 
Elahera, Dewahuwa and Polonnaruwa. This study was ready for release at the close of the 
year. 

//. Yala 1973: During the season, data in respect of chillies, green gram, ground nut in the 
Elahera and Minneriya special projects as well as in a few D D C projects in the Hambantota 
District were collected. The information was collected from 100 farmers and the study is in 
progress. 

///. Maha lljTi: A pilot study was carried out to collect cost of production data on rainfed 
chillies in Hambantota and Elahera. 30 completed record books were received, but due to 
unfavourable weather conditions the data collected were found to be unsatisfactory for 
tabulation purposes. 

(C) Horticultural Crops 
A pilot project with the assistance of the agricultural extension staff was initiated 

in the latter half of 1973 to collect production cost data on pineapples and passion fruits 
in the Colombo District'. Each of the 14 Agricultural Instructors in this district maintained 
two separate record books one each for pineapple and passion fruit. 

The Agrarian Situation Relating to Paddy Cultivation in Five Selected Districts 
During the last few years there has been a number of noteworthy achievements in the 

technology of paddy cultivation in Sri Lanka. Even though the scientific and technical 
information available in the country for achieving self-sufficiency in rice production is 
considerable, it is apparent that the information on human and institutional factors is still very 
inadequate. In spite of the several surveys and research studies on the socio-economic aspects 
of paddy cultivation conducted in different parts of the country a great deal of work remains 
to be done in this area. This led the Institute to undertake a multi-disciplinary study on the 
agrarian situation relating to paddy cultivation in five of the major paddy growing districts 
of the country. 

Objectives of the study: 
To ascertain . 
1. the influence of certain socio-economic, environmental and attitudinal factors on 

the adoption of different cultural practices, and the impact of such practices on the 
productivity of land; 

2. the attitudes of farmers towards various tenurial arrangements; 

3. the utilisation of family and hired labour in paddy cultivation; and 

4. the effectiveness of different extension communication media as agents of change in 
cultural practices.

Area of Study 
The districts selected for the study were Hambantota , Kandy, Polonnaruwa, Anuradha-

pura and Colombo. The survey covered a total of 833 farmers distributed thus :

Method of Study 
The survey was conducted using a specially designed questionnaire. The questionaire 

was in 7 main sections: 

General information in respect of the farmer, viz. family size, particulars of land 
operated, sources of water, machinery, equipment, livestock, other crops cutivated etc.; 
Tenurial arrangements: the farmers' attitudes towards them; 
Co-operatives, credit and indebtedness; 
Cultural practices adopted in paddy production in Maha 1971/72; 
Cultural practices adopted in paddy production in Yala 1972; 
Farm expenses connected with paddy production in Yala 1972; 
Agricultural information and the farmer. 

The collection of data from the farmers in the sample was completed in April 1973. The 
data from Hambantota and Kandy were processed first and the Hambantota Report was com­
pleted at the end of the year. Analysis of the data collected from Kandy District also 
commenced in the latter part of the year. The complete report will be issued in 6 par ts ; one 
in respect of each district and the concluding part of the report will be in the nature of a 
comparative analysis of the findings in the 5 districts. 

Economics of Vegetable Production and Marketing 
The Marketing Research Unit of the Institute undertook a study on the economics of 

vegetable production and marketing of a major vegetable producing area, Palugama, in the 
Badulla District. This area was selected as it has been traditionally associated with the 
commercial production of vegetables and also because of the existence of a fairly well established 
co-operative marketing organisation. A comparative study of the roles played by the co-operatives 
and private marketing agencies was possible in this area. The objectives of the study were: 

1. to examine the process of production of vegetables with special reference to the method 
of disposal adopted by the growers; 

2. to evaluate the respective roles played by the co-operatives and other marketing 
organisations in channelling the produce from the growers to the consumers; 

3. to identify the factors responsible for the dominant role played by the private 
marketing agencies in this area even in the presence of a relatively well developed 
co-operative marketing system; and

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4. to ascertain how and to what extent the price structure varies at different levels of 
marketing and the relative prices that the producers obtain at the farm level for 3 selected 
vegetables.

A random sample of agricultural operators in each village was taken for purposes of 

the study. Data on the production and marketing were collected from 78 farmers in the area 
and also from the wholesale and retail traders in Colombo. The draft report was ready by 
the end of December 1973 and it is expected that the report would be ready for publication by 
February 1974. 

Study of Small Farmer Credit 
A case study of the role of small farmer credit in agricultural development was undertaken 

in the Institute's Field Laboratory at Beminiwatte. The objectives of the study were to 
identify the main constraints in agricultural credit and other inputs for farmers in general and 
small farmers in particular. An attempt will also be made to outline a development strategy 
for farm credit related t o ' such new development agencies as the Agricultural Productivity 
Committees and the Service Centres. 

The study which was conducted using the questionnaire and the interview techniques 
was confined to two of the 17 Grama Sevaka Divisions of the Beminiwatte Agricultural Produc­
tivity Committee area. T h e f w o divisions comprise a total of 14 villages and 672 agricultural 
operators. A stratified random sampling design with proportional allocation of units among 
strata was adopted for the purpose. It is expected that approximately 15% of the 
total number of operators will be interviewed in each group within the Grama Sevaka Division. 
A total of i05 farmers had been interviewed at the end of the year. These interviews were 
conducted personally by the research staff responsible for the survey. Tabulation work had 
commenced by the end of the year and it is expected that the report would be available early 
next year. 

Thannimurippu Paripalana Sabai 
The Land Settlement Unit of the Institute undertook a case study on the arrangement 

to transfer the administration of an irrigated settlement scheme namely, the Thannimurippu 
Scheme in Vavuniya District from Government officials to a People's Organisation. This scheme 
was administered earlier by Government officials under the provisions of the Land Develop­
ment Ordinance and the Irrigation Ordinance. In 1970, the Thannimurippu Paripalana Sabai, 
a Committee elected by all the cultivators was set up to take over some of the functions of 
the Government officials and to serve as a channel of communication between the farmers and 
the Government officials. The objectives of the study were: 

1. to evaluate the roles played by the Government Institutions and People's Organisations 
in the administration of the irrigation scheme; 

2. to evaluate the effectiveness of the People's Organisation in increasing the technical 
arid economic efficiency of the scheme; and 

3. to draw general conclusions on the desirable combination of the people's participation 
with Government supervision in administering irrigated settlement schemes. 

The case study was published as Occasional Publication Series No . 1. This study 
was also included in the Series of Sri Lanka Case Studies prepared for the Food & Agriculture 
Organisation. 
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Survey and Evaluation of 20 Co-operative Farms, Youth Schemes, Divisional Development 
Projects, and Land Reform Settlements 

A study of a group of Co-operative Farms, D.D.C. Projects, Youth Schemes and 
Land Reform Settlements was undertaken by the Land Settlement Unit of the Institute. The 
objectives of this study were: 

1. to examine and evaluate the performance of Co-operative Farms, D.D.C. Agricultural 
Projects and Youth Schemes established by various agencies from technical, economic, 
social and administrative viewpoints; 

2. to analyse the ingredients for success measured against different criteria and to recom­
mend ways of correcting the shortcomings of the projects; 

3 . to examine sample areas where establishment of Co-operative Farms are proposed 
(established on estates acquired under Land Reform); 

4. to evaluate the plans prepared in these areas with a view to recommending improvements, 
on the basis of information collected as above; and 

5. to prepare general guidelines for the planning and implementation of Co-operative 
Farms in the future. 

The methods adopted for the study were the individual questionnaire, and the guided 
interview technique. The sample of schemes for study was selected in consultation with 
the Departments concerned, with a view to including representatives of every type of farm 
organisation, farming system, settler community, settlement plan, etc. The survey of the 20 
farms commenced in October and field work was almost complete by the end of the year. 

The Land Settlement Unit also undertook a special study of two Co-operative Fa rms : 
Serapis Estate, Polgahawela, a 200 acre coconut estate acquired by the Land Reform 
Commission and Guava Hill Estate, Mawanella, a 480 acre rubber estate recently acquired 
under the Land Acquisition Act. 

The Institute's role with regard to Serapis Estate is limited to participation in training 
settlers and providing technical assistance when required. A continuing evaluation of the farm 
is done with the concurrence of the Land Reform Commission. At Guava Hill Estate, the 
Institute is closely associated with the preparation of detailed schemes for the development and 
management of the farm. The Board meetings of the Co-operative Society which runs the 
farm are attended regularly by one of the Research & Training Officers of the Land Settlement 
Unit and prompt guidance and advice are given in both technical and non-technical matters. 
A training course for settlers was held on this estate in October 1973. 

The Role of Cultivation Committees in Agricultural Planning at Village Level 
A case study of two Cultivation Committees in the Institute's Field Laboratory was 

undertaken by the Land Economics - Land Tenure Units in order to examine the role played 
by Cultivation Cornmittees in the planning and execution of agricultural programmes within 
their respective areas. This was undertaken as part of the work of the Beminiwatte Field 
Laboratory. This study was completed by the end of the year and the report is expected to 
be issued in February 1974. 

University of Cambridge - A R T I Project on Agrarian Change 
The Centre of South Asian Studies of the University of Cambridge sponsored a study 

on agrarian change in South Asia for which South East Sri Lanka was also an area of study. 
The objectives of this study were: 
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1. to assess recent changes in paddy cultivation in relation to the adoption of new 
varieties and improved cultural practices conducive to higher productivity; 

2. to identify factors which either encourage or discourage adoption; 
3. to study the socio-economic and ecological impact of adoption, specific attention 

being paid to income and income distribution, consumption and investment pattern 
and employment, supply of water and cropping patterns; and 

4. to contribute to the methodology of inter-disciplinary and international agrarian studies. 

Mr. B. H. Farmer, Director of the Centre of South Asian Studies is in overall charge 
of the project, whilst the work in Sri Lanka is under the direction of the Research & 
Training Officer, Land Economics and Land Tenure of the Institute. Three research workers 
from Cambridge, Dr. R. J. H. Chambers, Mr. J. Harris and Mrs. B. Harris are participating 
in the project and will engage in field work in Sri Lanka. 12 Cultivation Committee areas 
in the Hambantota and Moneragala Districts have been selected as the sample on an equal 
probability basis. 

Preliminary data collection and data collection with reference to Yala 1973 had been 
completed. Data collection in relation to Maha 1973/74 was in progress. Mr. B. H. 
Farmer visited Sri Lanka in March in connection with this study. Dr. Hiran D . Dias 
visited Madras and Nor th Arcott for consultation with the South Indian Research Team 
in March and September. 

SEMINARS 
Institute of Development Studies - ARTI Seminar 

An International Seminar on 'Economic and Social Consequences of the Improved 
Seeds' was sponsored jointly by the Institute of Development Studies (at the University of 
Sussex, Brighton, U.K.) and the Agrarian Research & Training Institute. The Seminar was 
held at Hotel Suisse, Kandy from April 20th to May 18th, 1973. There were 22 participants 
from 9 countries, namely - Bangladesh, Guyana, India, Indonesia, Iran, Guinea, Papuwa-New 
Guinea, Philippines and Sri Lanka. Among the participants were Seed Specialists, Plant 
Breeders, Planners, Extension Administrators, Farm Settlement Managers, Agronomists and 
Researchers. Dr. Micheal Lipton of the I.D.S. and the Director of the Agrarian Research 
& Training Institute functioned as Co-Directors of Studies of the Seminar: 

Five papers were presented at this Seminar by the Director and Research & Training 
Officers of the Institute. The Chief Advisor (FAO) of the Institute participated in one 
of the panel discussions. The Seminar programme included field visits in Sri Lanka 
and Punjab and Haryana in Nor th India. 

As there were differences of opinion amongst participants in regard to the social and 
economic impact of the improved seeds, the Seminar did not arrive at agreed conclusions or 
recommendations. However, there was general agreement that the benefits of the Green 
Revolution had not been evenly distributed in the developing countries and that there had 
been no marked increase in the total production of cereals in these countries, though in fact 
spectacular results had been achieved in certain districts or villages where high yielding varieties 
were widely cultivated. The Seminar pinpointed several important problem areas that 
required further investigation and research. 

The edited version of the proceedings of the Seminar is being prepared jointly by 
the I.D.S. and the Institute. It will be published in England by the I.D.S. 
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Seminar on Social Science Research Methodology 
A Seminar on the methodology adopted in social science research was held on the 

12th and 13th October 1973 at the Institute. This was organised for the benefit of the 
Research Officers of the Institute as well as others in the Public Sector engaged in research 
on social and economic problems. The Seminar was attended by 25 participants, including 
members of the University Academic Staff, officers of the Central Bank, CISIR, Academy of 
Administrative Studies, Mahaweli Development Board and several Government Departments. 
The proceedings of the Seminar would be published in the Document Series of the Institute. 

Seminar on Employment in Agriculture, Concepts - Definitions and Measurements 
A Seminar on "Employment in Agriculture - Concepts, Definitions and Measurements" 

was held by the Institute in association with the Ministry of Agriculture & Lands on 29th 
December 1973. The Seminar was attended by 16 participants, including the Secretary and 
senior officials of the Ministry of Plan Implementation, Commissioner of Co-operative Develop­
ment, officials of the Ministry of Agriculture & Lands, Ministry of Plantation Industry, Central 
Bank, Department of Labour and the Department of Census & Statistics. 

TRAINING COURSES 
The Institute conducted the following training courses on Land Reform in association 

with the Land Reform Commission: 

Introductory Course in Land Reform at Colombo 
21st and 22nd February, 1973. 
25 Government Officers including 15 Government Agents, 5 Directors of District Land 

Reform Authorities attended the course. 

Land Reform Training Course at Kegalle 
21st to 23rd March, 1973. 

29 Government Officers including the Additional Government Agent, 10 A.G.AA./ 
Divisional Revenue Officers and 6 District Level Officers of other Government Departments 
attended the course. 

Land Reform Training Course at Kurunegala 
9th to 11th April, 1973. 
37 persons including the Additional Government Agent, 13 Assistant Government 

Agents/Divisional Revenue Officers, 6 District Level Officers of other Government Depart­
ments attended the course. 

Land Reform Training Course at Colombo 
23rd to 25th April, 1973. 

The course was attended by 40 persons including the Additional Government Agent, 13 
Assistant Government Agents/Divisional Revenue^ Officers, 8 District Level Officers of other 
Government Departments. 

Land Reform Training Course at Kalutara 
2nd to 4th May, 1973. 

The course was attended by 63 persons including 11 Assistant Government Agents/ 
Divisional Revenue Officers and 12 District Level Officers of other Government Departments. 
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Land Reform and Settlement Training Course at Galle 
6th and 7th November, 1973. 
The course was attended by 73 persons including 14 Assistant Government Agents/ 

Divisional Revenue Officers and 5 District Level Officers of other Government Departments. 

The Institute conducted a training course primarily for members of the Agricultural 
Productivity Committees on 1st November, 1973 a t the Beminiwatte Field Laboratory. 

The course was attended by 93 persons including members of the APCC of Beminiwatte, 
Ambepussa and Ruwanwella and Divisional and Village Level Government Officers. The 
Director of the Rural Institutions & Productivity Laws Division and several District Level 
Officers of Government Departments were also present. 

F IELD LABORATORY 
The Institute set u p its Field Laboratory in the area served by the_ Agricultural Produc­

tivity Committees, Beminiwatte (Kegalle District) for carrying out in-depth studies with regard 
to various agrarian problems and to experimentally try out solutions. The Field Laboratory 
provides facilities: 

1. to carry out in-depth studies in the field where all the research workers of the 
Institute could become fully aware of the agrarian conditions both from the point of 
view of their respective disciplines as well as from the inter-disciplinary approach; 

2. to study trends over periods of t ime; 
3 . to understand changing agrarian conditions and to assess the impact of such changes 

and external forces on the agrarian situation; 
4. to study problems hindering development, seek solutions and try out the effective 

ness of these solutions; and 
5. to provide a field training centre for the staff of the Institute as well as for persons 

to be trained by the Institute. 

The Field Laboratory was formally inaugurated by the Minister of Agriculture & Lands 
on 3rd September 1973. The Research & Training staff of -the Institute visit the Field 
Laboratory regularly to meet and discuss with village level Institutions and for observations 

-and studies in their respective disciplines. A staff bungalow has been set up at Beminiwatte 
for the benefit of the officers who wish to stay for several days in the area. A comprehensive 
socio-economic survey of the area is planned and two case studies, one on Small Farmer 
Credit and the other on the Role of Cultivation Committees in Agricultural Planning at Village 
Level were undertaken in the area. 

FIELD LEVEL CONSULTATION O N T H E P R O B L E M S O F T H E SMALL FARMER 
ASIAN CENTRE F O R AGRARIAN R E F O R M AND RURAL D E V E L O P M E N T ART! 

The Asian Centre for Agrarian Reform and Rural Development established under the 
auspices of the Food & Agriculture Organisation and based in Bangkok has proposed a Field 
Level Consultation in Sri Lanka for the purpose of identifying the problems of the small farmer. 
This is as part of a programme under which similar workshops would be held in other Asian 
countries, such as Nepal, India, Bangaladesh and Indonesia. After consultations with the 
Ministry of Agriculture & Lands and the Institute, it was decided that the study in Sri Lanka 
should be so designed as to be in keeping with the priorities and objectives of the country's 
Agricultural Development Programme. 
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The Institute will be responsible for planning and organising the consultation in associa­
tion with the Ministry of Agriculture & Lands and other related Government Departments and 
Agencies.. The Director of the Institute will function as the Liaison Officer. The area of 
operation of the Menikdiwela Agricultural Productivity Committee has been selected for the 
study as it typifies wet zone conditions of Sri Lanka with rainfed farming, smallholdings, land-
lessness and unemployment. 

A special survey of the area is now being carried out by the Institute in order to provide 
the necessary background information to the A C A R R D Team. The Field Level Consultations 
will be held towards the end of January 1974. This will be followed by a Central Level Consul­
tation in Colombo attended by senior officials of Ministries and Government Departments 
associated with Agricultural Development. 

T H E C O M M U N I C A T I O N SECTION 
The work of the Communication Section falls into two main parts, research and training, 

and information and communication. During the period under review greater attention was 
paid to the organising and systematising of the work of the Information and Communication 
Unit of the section. 

The Information and Communication Unit is concerned primarily with the bringing 
in of all relevant agrarian information as well as the issue of material emanating from the 
Institute. 

Input of Information 
Library 

The Institute's library forms part of the Communication Section. The library is organised 
in two parts, the Sri Lanka Section which contains research studies and other materials relevant 
to agrarian problems in Sri Lanka, and the rest of the volumes dealing with the 8 disciplines 
with which the Institute is primarily concerned. The Communication Unit helps to build the 
Sri Lanka Section so as to make it a repository of all relevant agrarian literature. 

At present the library contains 1490 volumes of which 1083 are to be found in the 
Sri Lanka Section. 

The expansion of the library is restricted for want of space in the present building 
but will be enlarged and more effectively organised with the Institute moving to its new 
premises. 

The Agricultural Economics Working Group — 
The Agricultural Economics Working Group consisting of representatives of this 

Institute and Departments and other Institutions connected with the agrarian sector is 
convened by the Institute and functions under the Chairmanship of the Director of the 
Institute. The group meets quarterly to take stock of research studies completed, on-going 
and proposed so as to co-ordinate research activity and eliminate redundancy of research effort. 

This Committee also reviews topics suggested for research and gives advice on 
priority areas for research taking into consideration the urgent national needs of the 
agricultural sector. In consultation with this Committee the Institute has compiled a list of 
socio-economic studies completed by the various Institutions that undertake such studies. 
This list is periodically updated and the information is published in the Institute's News 
Letter for the benefit of its readers. On the recommendations of this Committee steps are 
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being taken by the Institute to compile a list of persons engaged in agrarian research to be 
included in the Directory of Social Scientists now being prepared. 

Four meetings of the group were held in the year under review. 

Issue of Information 

Publications 
This Institute has arranged to publish a Farmers ' Journal, the 'Govi Janathawa' in 

Sinhala and the 'Kamanalam' in Tamil. This is a quarterly publication priced at - /50 cts 
a copy and is intended to foster farmer participation and involvement in rural institutions. 
The great proportion of the material in this journal is based on conversations our 
Information Officers have with practising farmers. 

News Letter 
The News Letter published quarterly in Sinhala and in English is primarily intended to 

list research studies on agrarian subjects done by Institutions in the agrarian sector. 
Development programmes covering the relevant quarter are also briefly mentioned in the News 
Letter. Two News Letters have so far been issued and the third is under preparation. 

Synopsis and Reproduction Series 
The object of this series is to express in a page or two the subject matter of a full 

length article of interest to persons connected with the agrarian sector. The intention of this 
series is to bring this material before as wide a readership as possible. Twenty articles have 
so far been issued in this series. 

Documentation 
Seminars and training courses conducted by the Institute are documented for distribution 

tb all those who are likely to profit by the material. So far 2 documents have been issued. 

Production of Institute Publications 
All research publications, occasional papers and other studies are prepared for 

production by the Information and Communication Unit which also handles their distribution 
and sale. The Institute has so far published 1 research study and 2 occasional papers. 

Publicity 
Material concerning the Institute for publication in the press or broadcast over radio are 

released through the Communication Unit. 

Overseas Liaison 
Contact is maintained with counterpart organisations overseas, research institutes, 

universities and the like for the exchange of the Institute's research material and other 
publications. 

Training 
The Information Unit 's contribution to the training programme is to supply supporting 

material in the form of audio visual aids. These include charts and diagrams, material recorded 
on magnetic tape and video tape. 
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STATISTICAL UNIT 

The Statistics Unit provided consultation, investigational and analytical services to the 
other Research Units. 

Investigations in the field 
Assistance was provided to the Research Officers by the Investigators in collecting data 

in the field in respect of the surveys on the Agrarian Situation in Five Districts and the study 
on the Economics of Vegetable Production and Marketing. 

Analytical Service 
I. The data collected in the survey on the Agrarian Situation in Hambantota were 

analysed using the estimation procedure appropriate to the sampling design. Tabulation of the 
data in respect of the surveys of the Agrarian Situation in all five districts was completed. 
Tables and diagrams were provided for the writing of the reports relating to Hambantota and 
Kandy Districts. 

II . The Investigators prepared the basic statistical tables for the following studies guided 
by the Research Officers concerned with these studies: 

(a) Economics of Vegetable Production and Marketing, 

(b) Cost of Production of Paddy - Yala 1972, 

(c) Cost of Production of Paddy - Maha 72/73. 

III . The data collected for the A C A R R D Project - Socio-economic Survey - (Kandu-
palatha) were analysed and tables prepared by this Unit with the assistance of casual 
Investigators. 

Consultation Service 
I. Sampling designs were provided for (a) the studies on the Cost of Production of 

Paddy in Beminiwatte and Elahera respectively during Maha 73/74, and (b) Small Farmer 
Credit survey. 

II. The Unit participated in the designing, construction of the questionnaire 
and conduct of a pilot survey relating to the socio-economic conditions in the Beminiwatte 
APC area. 

III. Advice relating to the tabular and graphic presentation of data and interpretation 
of the analysis of the data in respect of the survey on Agrarian Situation in Hambantota 
and Kandy was provided. 

IV. Advice on statistical problems was given to Research Officers whenever required. 

STAFF 

Recruitment of staff particularly in the Research and Training cadres did not meet with 
much success even during this year. Several posts had to remain vacant as candidates of 
suitable calibre were not available. The Institute preferred to work under considerable 
strain with depleted cadres rather than compromise on the standards it had set for recruitment. 
However, with regard to the administrative staff, it was possible to fill several positions in 
various grades.

FILM ON LAND REFORM A N D CO-OPERATIVE FARMS 

To popularize the thinking behind the Government's land policy, the Ministry of 
Agriculture & Lands commissioned a feature documentary film on land reform and co-operative 
farms. A 7-member committee with the writer as Chairman was appointed to co-ordinate 
the work connected with the content of the film, the financial arrangements and its production 
schedule. The members of the committee represented the Ministry of Agriculture & Lands, the 
Land Reform Commission, the National Youth Services Council, the Film Unit of the Department 
of Information and the ARTI. The film which was directed by one of the most competent 
film makers in this country was nearing completion as the year under review drew to a close. 

The film tells the story of land in Sri Lanka and more particularly how the peasantry 
was dispossessed to make room for the big tea plantation under British management. While 
these estate proprietors amassed huge fortunes and lived in conspicuous splendour the 
peasantry became increasingly impoverished and were reduced to abject poverty. Successive 
administrators have attempted to solve the problems of landlessness through colonisation 
schemes and settlements. Although massive sums of money were spent on their infrastructure 
not even the fringe of the problem was touched. The Paddy Lands Act of 1958 in spite 
of some limitations was the first significant step at relieving the position of tenant cultivators. 
This thinking culminated in the present Government's policy of land reform, where settlers were 
physically brought in to make their homes and a living on the new land which became the 
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property of the State after the Land Ceiling Act; The film shows the land that once 
belonged to the people returning irrevocably to the people. 

The camera also focuses on the new settlements, co-operative farms and. an Agricultural 
Productivity Committee at work. The film ends somewhat symbolically by showing a young 
man who had left the village for the metropolis in search of employment and in complete 
frustration, returning to his village for a fuller and more rewarding life. 

NEW BUILDINGS FOR T H E INSTITUTE 
Designs for the new building complex at Wjjerama Mawatha were completed by the 

end of 1972. The building complex includes two Research Blocks which provide a separate 
room for each Research Officer, a Library with facilities for micro-fiche recording and 
reading, a Hostel with accommodation for about 40 trainees, a Lecture Room, an Auditorium 
with accommodation for an audience of about 200 and an Administration Block. Construc­
tion work commenced in early 1973. Priority is being given to the completion of the 
Administration Block and Research Blocks and it is expected that these sections would be 
completed by the middle of 1974. The entire complex which is scheduled for completion 
by the end of 1974 is expected to cost about Rs. 5.5 million.

2.3.3 Fixed Assets - Buildings - Rs. 835,939 
The construction of the new building at Wijerama Mawatha was entrusted to the State 

Engineering Corporation and the Consultancy Group of the same Corporation provided the 
consultancy services in respect of this building. According to the preliminary project 
estimate furnished by the State Engineering Corporation, the building was expected to cost 
the Institute Rs. 3,078,000/-. The rates at which the items in the bill of quantities should be 
paid for by the Institute had not been approved by the Technical Committee and no agreement 
had been entered into with the Corporation for the construction of the new building up to 
July 31, 1974. The construction work had, however, been carried out by the Corporation 
and the Consultancy Group had certified the value of the work done as at December 26, 
1973 at Rs. 677,273/-. This amount had been capitalised and shown in the accounts for the 
year 1973. The Institute had paid only 7 5 % of the value of the work done, t o the Corpor­
a t ion and retained the balance 2 5 % amounting to Rs. 169,318/- as 'Special Retention' 
pending approval of the rates by the Technical Committee.
